
🟦 Sunday PM – PAL Sports Team 

Theme: Good Citizens WORK TOGETHER 
Skit Ideas: 

1. The Fumble Team: A team keeps losing every game until they realize passing and communication are the key to 
winning. 

2. Obstacle Course Chaos: Campers can't complete a challenge until they help each other over, under, and around 
each obstacle. 

3. Sports Superheroes: Each player has one power (speed, aim, jump) but only succeed when they unite to beat the 
“Bad Sports” team. 

4. Relay Race Redemption: One camper refuses to run in a relay until they see how the team is counting on them. 
5. Team vs. Me: A skit showing how "I" becomes "We" when a selfish athlete learns to be a team player. 

 

🟩 Monday PM – Leather Team 

Theme: Good Citizens ARE FAIR 
Skit Ideas: 

1. The Trading Table: Campers trade supplies unfairly until someone introduces the idea of fairness and kindness. 
2. The Craft Contest: A judge shows favoritism until the campers protest and introduce blind judging to level the 

playing field. 
3. "That’s Mine!" A camper takes all the cool leather stamps, only to realize the final project is better when shared 

fairly. 
4. The Coin Flip: Two campers want the same leather kit and settle their differences with a fair game. 
5. Fairness Court: A parody courtroom where campers present unfair craft scenarios and the “judge” rules on what’s 

fair. 

 



🟨 Tuesday PM – Science Team 

Theme: Good Citizens SHARE 
Skit Ideas: 

1. Experiment Gone Wrong: One camper refuses to share baking soda for an experiment, leading to a fizzy disaster 
until they learn to share. 

2. Science Thief: Someone steals a discovery and learns the importance of shared credit and teamwork in science. 
3. Lab Buddies: A silly skit where two lab partners argue over who gets the goggles until they realize safety is for 

everyone. 
4. Camp Invention Convention: Each camper only has one part of the invention—until they combine efforts to build 

something amazing. 
5. The Missing Ingredient: A team is stuck on a science project until someone generously shares the last missing 

piece. 

 

🟥 Wednesday PM – Music Team 

Theme: Good Citizens ARE LOYAL 
Skit Ideas: 

1. Battle of the Bands: A band breaks up over a silly argument and reunites when they remember their loyalty to 
each other. 

2. The Forgotten Friend: A new camper is left out until their loyal bunkmate stands up for them. 
3. Camp's Got Talent: A shy performer almost quits until their loyal friend encourages them to try. 
4. The Loyal Lyrics: Campers write and perform a short original song about standing by your friends. 
5. Friendship Through the Years: A music-themed “flashback” skit showing how loyalty creates lifelong friendships. 

 

 



🟧 Thursday PM – Arts & Crafts Team 

Theme: Good Citizens CARE 
Skit Ideas: 

1. The Kindness Chain: Each act of kindness inspires another, creating a ripple effect across the camp. 
2. Craft Rescue Mission: A camper’s art project gets ruined and their friends help remake it to show they care. 
3. The Invisible Camper: A camper feels left out until others notice and include them through caring actions. 
4. Art from the Heart: Campers make surprise cards or crafts for someone in need at camp. 
5. Care Squad: A superhero skit where campers become “The Care Squad” and help solve everyday problems 

around camp with kindness. 

 

🟪 Friday – Fire Dawgs Team 

Theme: Good Citizens ARE EVERYWHERE 
Skit Ideas: 

1. Good Citizen Time Travel: Campers travel through time meeting good citizens in every era (a firefighter in the 
1800s, a teacher in the 1950s, etc.). 

2. The Everyday Heroes Show: A talk show that interviews real-life “heroes” like janitors, cooks, camp staff, and 
parents. 

3. Hide-and-Seek with Good Citizens: Campers try to “find” a good citizen—only to discover they’re everywhere, 
even in unexpected places. 

4. Hero in Disguise: A camper thinks they’re just a regular person until they realize their helpfulness makes them a 
good citizen too. 

5. Super Camp Squad: Everyone thinks they need superheroes to save the day—but it turns out the everyday 
helpers (nurse, kitchen staff, counselors) are the true heroes.
